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Dr. Zemaryalai TARZI was born in 1939 in Kabul, completed his studies under the supervision of Professor Daniel Schlumberger in France, obtaining three PhDs. From 1973 to 1979, he was Director General of Archaeology and Preservation of Historical Monuments of Afghanistan. He directed the preservation of the Buddhas of Bamiyan with a team of the Archaeological Survey of India and the excavations in Hadda on the sites of Tape Shotor and Tape Tope Kalan. The statue of Heracles in the niche V2 of Tape Shotor was dated by him from the 2nd century A.D., contemporary with the schist sculptures of Gandhara. Exiled in France in 1979, he has been teaching at the University of Strasbourg II since then. He is the author of some sixty articles and books. He will be visiting California to give inspiring lectures on Afghan Archaeology and officially launch  the Association for the Protection of Afghan Archaeology, Inc. of which he is the President.
